2) Dancers may have taken Irish dance lessons as a juvenile but have not competed in any competition, 
solo or team, feiseanna or Oireachtaisi, except competitions specifically designated for adults within the 
past 5 years and must be at least 18 years of age as of January 1, 2024.
